COVID 19 CODE OF PRACTICE:

FORWARD:
At this moment in time the population does not have any proven immunity from Covid 19 and, as of yet no vaccine for the virus so it still has the potential to spread extensively and the health and wellbeing of our pupils, pupils families, instructors and those closest to us must be our primary consideration.

                POETS CORNER PLAN OF ACTION:

INSTRUCTORS RESPONSIBILITY:

A. Your instructor will not conduct your lesson if they are displaying any symptoms of the virus in the last 7 days or have been in contact with anyone who has in the last 14 days.

B. Your instructor will wipe down all contact points at the end of each lesson i.e. steering wheel/gear lever/seat belt/indicators/door handles etc.
Also any contact points that they may have touched on the journey to you.

C. Dispose of all wipes in the safest way possible.

D. Wear disposable gloves and mask. (At the instructor’s discretion)  


PUPILS RESPONSIBILITY:

A. We will expect you to inform your instructor as soon as you can if you are displaying any symptoms of the virus in the last 7 days or have been in contact with anyone who has in the last 14 days.

B. All pupils will be asked to supply and wear disposable gloves and mask for lessons, if possible. (Discuss with your instructor)

C. Also we request you wear clothing that will cover your arms and legs fully.
D. Wash your hands for at least 20 seconds immediately before any lesson.

Obviously we can't force you to do the above but please consider that your instructor may not conduct your lesson if you don't.



DAY OF LESSON:

On the day of each lesson your instructor will contact you before they travel to your pick up point to confirm you are:

A. Showing no symptoms in the last 7 days or have been in contact with anyone who has in the last 14 days.

B. To remind you to wash your hands for a minimum of 20 seconds immediately before leaving your pick up point.

C. To remind you to wear clothing that covers your arms and legs.

D. To remind you to bring your mask and disposable gloves. (If agreed by instructor and pupil)



BEFORE ENTERING CAR:

A. When your instructor arrives they will speak to you outside the vehicle observing 2 metre distancing. (Weather permitting) 
B. Your instructor may request to test your temperature with a thermal thermometer (Instructors discretion) 
B. Discuss aims and objectives for the lesson and anything else that's relevant before you start.
C. Offer you some sanitiser for your gloves/hands before you enter the vehicle.


YOUR LESSON:

A. Windows will be open. (Weather permitting)

B. Your instructor where possible will face forward during the lesson.

C. Where possible any lengthy discussions will be conducted outside of the vehicle. (Weather permitting)

D. In the event of a demonstration drive by the instructor all controls will be wiped down again.
E. If the instructor has to grab the wheel at any time, you will be requested to park the vehicle when suitable to allow the instructor to wipe down the wheel.

F. At the end of the lesson all discussions will be conducted outside of the vehicle. (Weather permitting)
